Always lift the blade on the return stroke. Failure to do so resulis in rubbing action and
rapid dulling.

Retighten blade after the first few strokes. This prevents wobbling and erooked cutting.

Thirty-five to forty strokes per minute is fast enough. Too rapid cutting draws the temper
and ruins the blade,

Cutting dry on light machines, run 50 strokes per minute.

Cutting with solution on medium and heavy machines, 100 strokes per minute are recommended
for soft machinery steel and wrought iron. Seventy to eighty strokes for hard tool or annealed steel.

Do not cut unannealed steel.

Foremost among the modern frames are the Millers Falls “Pistol
Grip” and “Easy Grip” types. The distinguishing feature of these
frames is the handle, which conforms to the shape of the hand, and
permits perfect control of the frame as far as the arm can reach.
Further, this handle eliminates hand cramp, and affords a grip so
effective that the wobble, which causes blade breakage, is restricted.
